ith the temperature and humidity dropping, we
\ N ) will soon be experiencing the outstanding Fall
weather that makes North Georgia such a great
place to live. As the leaves begin to change color, it means
that it is also time for the annual WMPOA budget review.
We anticipate that during the October membership
meeting, our Treasurer, Ron Hollifield, will present his
preliminary budget and assessment calculations. He and
Assistant Treasurer, Gary Troxell, have been using
historical expense data and revenue projections to attempt
to keep our assessments at the lowest level possible while
providing the level of services that the membership
expects. From past history, we know that the current Lake
Dakwa dam repair will probably be a moving cost target;
and a great deal of next year’s capital expenditures will be
dedicated to that project. It should be an interesting
meeting, and I hope everyone will plan on attending.

The economy and slow real estate market continue to
plague North Georgia. Although we normally could expect
to have twelve to fifteen new home starts on Walnut

Mountain, our 2009 budget projections will include only
three new home starts. Additionally, several recent
foreclosures have clouded the resale market, making
comparables difficult to assess. Hopefully, this trend will
improve next year. Additionally, overdue assessments
continue to be a problem in certain cases. Your
Association recently retained the local law firm of Clark &
Clark to assist in our collection efforts. All residents are
required to share the burden of financing the needs of
Walnut Mountain.

If any resident has a particular project or expenditure that
they believe should be included in next year’s budget,
please make sure that one of the WMPOA Board members
receives that information as soon as possible.
