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Vice President’s Report

We have spent a very busy July, August and part of September
fixing water leaks and looking for unaccounted water loss. As a
result of this, we have been pumping more water than we are
permitted, to keep our tanks full. So, according to the State
Guidelines, we had to apply for a permit to pump more water.
We purchased some new water leak equipment to help alleviate
this problem. You will find a more detailed report from the
Property Manager about the equipment we have purchased. Our
focus this fall and next year will be the Water Plant and the
Distribution System. We are working with a system that is over
30 years old. We are talking about replacing the waterlines in the
areas that have been continually patched, taped and held together
with gum. We are putting in a total of 10 water meters (five have
been completed) to isolate areas to help find leaks and give us
additional information. So, you may see signs over the next
couple of months saying that the Mountain may have no water for
a few hours.

The dump truck, of nearly 30 years, has run its last run. It has
been welded and patched so many times that it cannot be revived.
It’s cheaper for us to do our own hauling and have it available on
the Mountain for other uses. So we are looking for a used dump
truck and hoping we can fit it into the budget.

Are more roads going to be blacktopped next year? Sorry to say
the answer will be no. As much as we would like to see all roads
with no dust and gravel, the water system takes priority for year
2006 and 2007. We will still grade, gravel and patch as needed.
