Water  Cons er v ation, Our Reality

“Water is a very good servant, but it is a cruel

master,” as stated by C. D. G. Roberts in 1891.

That observation is no less true now, as Gilmer

County is now listed as a county in exceptional

drought in the state of Georgia.  We at Walnut

Mountain are not wondrously spared the

consequence of that reality.  Currently, our

drinking water lake is somewhere between 14-18

inches below normal.  It is supplied by surface

water accumulation and underground stream supplies, both of which have

suffered by lack of rain this year.  While we have already instituted odd-even

days outdoor watering restrictions, other practices may be prudent to consider

because of the enormity of this problem.  I, therefore, offer the following two

TOP TEN LISTS for consideration:

Te n H ouse hol d  Ti p s:
 1) Run your washing machine and/or dishwasher only when full, as it can save

up to 1000 gallons a month.

 2) Use your garbage disposal sparingly to save gallons.

 3) Keep a pitcher of water in the refrigerator instead of running the tap for cold

drinks.  

 4) Wash produce in a sink or  pan partially filled instead of running water from

the tap.

 5) If your shower can fill a gallon bucket in less than 20 seconds, replace it

with a water efficient showerhead.

 6) Don’t use running water to thaw food.

 7) Soak pots and pans, instead of letting water run while scraping them clean.

 8) Turn off water while brushing teeth and save four gallons a minute.

 9) Fix leaking faucets.  This can save 140 gallons a week.

10) Cut back on rinsing if your dishwasher is new, as newer models clean more

thoroughly than older models.

Ten  Out doo r  Ti ps :

 1) Minimize evaporation by watering in the early morning hours.

 2) Mulch plants to reduce evaporation.

 3) Group plants with similar watering needs to get the most out of the watering

time.

 4) Weed gardens regularly, as the weeds compete with the plantings for water.

 5) Apply the minimum fertilizer required, because fertilizer competes for

water.

 6) Collect water you use from rinsing produce to water plants.

 7) Landscape with Xeriscape trees, plants and ground covers, as they are water
