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Treasurer’s Report

s spring moves into the summer season, I want to
Amake sure that we are all doing what we can to
keep our water usage to a minimum. The dry
conditions continue to strain our flowers and lawns. Please
follow all of our water guidelines until these stressful times

pass. Water production is the most expensive line item we
have. All your help is gratefully appreciated.

During our latest WMPOA meeting, the Board approved
moving all of our funds to a Money Market Account. We
were not able to move the Builders’ funds, as they cannot
generate additional income for us. We did make the
transfer of all the remaining funds. We now have the
remaining funds in a Money Market Account drawing
5.25%. This is an improvement of 4.75% over the old
checking account interest rate of .5%. This does require
that we make one or two transfers during the month to pay
all of the bills associated with the Mountain.

We did make a $45,000 payment against our $90,000 loan.

The remaining $45,000 will come due at the end of August.
The short term plan is to extend the remaining portion
($45,000) to the end of the year. We renegotiated the
remaining $45,000 at a lower rate of just Prime. Then we
will retire that debt as well.

All of our line item expenses are running in line for the first
five months. The Board’s goal of having a surplus for year
ending 2007 is tracking on-line. The only issue will be that
unexpected major project repair that can always jump up
and surprise us.
