Vice President’s Report

nce again we have experienced a relatively mild winter with only mild disturbance
O from snow and ice, and the promise of springtime appears to be on its way. Since
the last newsletter, there have been a few incidents that were somewhat disturbing
that [ was tempted to discuss, but then I was reminded that it is similar to trying to teach
a pig how to sing — you only end up frustrating yourself, and you annoy the pig.
Therefore, I will try to forego my rant and stick to a briefreport of projects and conditions

on the mountain.

Thanks not only to the staff but also to the observance of some of the property owners,
some troublesome leaks in the water distribution system have been located and repaired.
It seems that leak occurrence and detection come in cycles, with several showing up at the
same time. Due to the age and condition of the distribution system, this is an ongoing
project. As of this writing, we have just gone through a series of about six repairs, one
of which was the result of a major leak in the water main running along Goldmine Road
that included a significant wash out in the roadway.

We are in the process of installing some flow meters in the system in an attempt to aid in
detecting leaks and isolating the areas where we have the most significant unaccounted
loss of water. We are starting with a couple of locations to utilize as a prototype, and
then will proceed with the whole system into a series of zones. With the repairs that have
been made in the past few months, we have shown a significant reduction in the demand
for water production, but we still have a lot of room for improvement. »



Rick Bundy, who is our “operator in charge” of the water plant,
conducted a class here on the mountain for prospective water
operators, and I am pleased to report that property owners John
Cunningham and Don Nickle successfully completed the course
and passed the state exam for their Class III license. In addition,
Jerry Robey completed the course, but due to schedule conflicts
has not yet been able to take the exam.

The repair of the bridge across Turniptown Creek at Gate 1 has
been completed. As is often the case with repair and renovation
work, there was some hidden decay that caused some minor delay
in the project. In addition, the weather was not very cooperative
at the time the repair was in progress. Hopefully, the repair is
worth the inconvenience to some disturbed property owners.

Repair and renovation on the swimming pool is underway and will
probably be completed by the time this newsletter is distributed.
While we experienced some delay and added expense due to
unnecessary involvement by the state, the pool should be refilled
and ready in plenty of time for the annual pool opening party.

Work has been ongoing in preparation for the scheduled
inspection of our dams. Due to the conflicting demands on time
and resources, this has been somewhat of a stop and go effort.
But with the deadline for the inspection around the corner, full
attention is currently being extended to this effort.
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General maintenance operations such as road grading, side
dressing of roads, meter reading, meter installations, grounds
maintenance and newly added striping along the edges of Skyview
are continuing projects. I continue to applaud the efforts of Gerald
Spavins and his staff. As he becomes more familiar with the
operations on the mountain, the balls seem to stay in the air
longer, even though we seem to be increasing the number that
have tobejuggled. Your patience and understanding in his efforts
is appreciated, and I am sure an occasional “attaboy” can’t hurt.ll
